ASSIGNMENT DESCRIPTION AND OBJECTIVES (Give overall description of assignment and specifically state the objectives/accomplishments expected within the assignment timeframe):

Discretionary Grants Review:  To enhance the provision of technical assistance to the national network of state and community aging service providers, the Administration on Aging requests an Emerging Leader to lead a review of AoA discretionary grants concerning technical assistance (TA) and resource center services. This assignment is focused on the thorough review of approximately 25 approved grants, contracts, and cooperative agreements to: 1) produce individual profiles, and 2) compile the profiles into a baseline study. Emphasis is on identifying key TA/Resource Center functions, and a template designed for this purpose will be used to aggregate findings. This project will culminate with a comprehensive service comparison, identifying TA/Resource Center commonalities, differences and related factors. Study results will highlight the breadth of TA/Resource Center services and provide the basis for recommendations to enhance future service effectiveness and cost efficiency.
